SOUND SYSTEM:SOUND SYSTEM:SOUND SYSTEM:SOUND SYSTEM:  Along with the switch to 
digital TV last year, the FCC has reassigned 
radio frequencies for various uses. This affects 
all of our wireless microphones, as the 
frequency they use has now been allotted to 
other uses, and it is now illegal to use them. 
They may no longer be legally repaired, and 
we do need to replace them as soon as 
possible. In addition, the 15 year old amplifier 
in the choir loft went out during Holy Week, 
and needs to be replaced. Each wireless 
microphone consists of the microphone itself, 
and a receiver unit with antenna. To replace 
all of our wireless microphones in the 
sanctuary and Fellowship Hall, and the 
amplifier would cost about $6,000. A bonus 
in all this is that the type of wireless 
microphone we’re looking at will provide better 
sound quality and eliminate the drop in volume 
when the person speaking moves his head 
from side to side. If you would like to make 
a donation toward this need, please make a 
donation to the “Sound System Fund”.
